FEATURE CLASS 2026 – MUSICAL THEATRE DUETS 
 
The Feature Class for 2026 will highlight Musical Theatre Duets.  This class will tentatively be held on 
Tuesday, March 24.  There must be at least 5 entries for this class to take place.  Winner of this class will 
be asked to perform in the Grand Concert, receive a $200 scholarship and a framed certificate.  This will 
be an adjudicated class as this also could be up for a provincial recommendation.   
 
Scholarships and recommendations will be grouped into 13 & under, 14 & over and adult (no 
recommendations to Provincials).  To be eligible for a scholarship, both entrants must also enter a vocal 
class (musical theatre solo, classical vocal or contemporary vocal).
